Purpose: 
To acknowledge the exemplary contribution of individuals to the community through their field of expertise grounded in the Faith that does Justice.

Description:
The award will be known as SACSI TAO Award. This award seeks to recognize individual SACSI members (volunteers, staff and Student assistants) who have made his/ her field of expertise a venue to help other people and or communities through unselfish expression of care and love for others. For the 1st Season, the award giving body wishes to recognize those volunteers from Batch 1 to Batch 24 only.
Qualifications:

1. The nominee must have been a volunteer of SACSI office and is able to identify him/herself to a specific volunteer Batch.
2. The nomination, now treated as an ENTRY must show an apostolic work done by the alumni volunteer.

3. If the nominee is affiliated to an organization, he/she can use of the apostolic work done as an organization as long as there is a proof that he/she is one of the head organizers.

4. The apostolic work must have commenced not less than two ( 2 ) years  from today . All apostolic works that is in any way connected to your SACSI Volunteer activities will not be credited.
5. The nomination must be done by a Batchmate/s who can vouch the credentials of the nominee and is able to defend the entry.

Procedure:

1. An application form must be filled out.

2. Each Batch is highly encouraged to have at least one (1) Entry for nomination.

3.  Applications can be downloaded through http://www.adzu.edu.ph/downloadable-forms-footer.html  or  www.facebook.com/sacsiofficemata and must be duly received by SACSI office on or before November 25, 2012.

4.  Proof of the apostolic work MUST BE VERIFIED through a 5 – minute video presentation (documentary, pictures) which will be shown during the GALA Night.
5. I f you opt to submit pictures; make sure to provide a story line describing the entry.

5. The video presentation must meet the following criteria: 



a. The video must introduce the nominee; name, volunteer batch and the kind of profession he/ she pursued.


b. The documentary must be presented in English or if otherwise, have a subtitle.


c. The documentary must showcase the apostolic work through his/ her profession.



d. The documentary must be able to highlight his / her learning as a volunteer of SACSI Office to his profession.

6. All entries must be uploaded to SACSI office face book account. The nominee shall aim for 500 likes in face book.  Five hundred (500) likes shall constitute 30% of the final rating.

7. The following is the criteria for judging:

Criteria for judging the Recipient of the SACSI TAO Award.

30%- NUMBER OF LIKES OF THE ENTRY

50%- CONTENT OF THE VIDEO DOCUMENTARY

20%- RELEVANCE OF THE APOSTOLIC WORK TO THE NEEDS OF TIME/ OR THE COMMUNITY
