SUBJECT :  Updated Campus Access and Work Arrangements for the Shari’ah Bar  
  Examinations (Superseding Memo 24-25:85) 
 
This memo updates and supersedes Memo 24-25:85 following further coordination with the Supreme 
Court and internal consultations with academic and administrative units. Below are the revised 
arrangements for Salvador Campus during the Shari’ah Bar Examinations: 
 
1. Campus Access Restrictions – Salvador Campus 

§ Saturday, May 24 
Campus access restricted starting 1:00 PM. Paneling of examinees begins at 12:00 NN. 

§ Sunday, May 25 
Full campus lockdown, except for Sunday Massgoers who may enter via Gate 2 (pedestrians) 
and Gate 3 (vehicles). Limited parking will be available. 

§ Tuesday, May 27 
Campus remains open until 3:00 PM, after which access is restricted. 

§ Wednesday, May 28 
Full lockdown. Entry limited only to residents of the Jesuit Residence and JMRH Dormitory. 

 
2. Work and Learning Arrangements 

§ May 28 (Wednesday) is declared a no-work day for all Salvador Campus-based personnel. No 
work will be conducted on-site, and there is no obligation to work remotely, unless explicitly 
required by the supervisor (e.g., online instruction, off-campus programs, InSeT). 

§ May 27 (Tuesday) remains a regular workday until 2:30 PM. 
§ The School of Medicine and Senior High School will continue classes through online 

modalities (synchronous or asynchronous), as part of their academic continuity plans. 
§ No students, faculty, or staff will be allowed on Salvador Campus during restricted hours, unless 

they are residents of the Jesuit Residence or JMRH dormitory. 
 

3. Finance Office Operations 
§ The Finance Office will be closed on May 28 (Wednesday). 
§ To accommodate the missed collection day, the office will operate on the whole day of Saturday, 

May 31. 
 
We ask for everyone’s continued cooperation to ensure a smooth and respectful hosting of the Shari’ah 
Bar Examinations while maintaining the integrity of our university’s academic and administrative 
operations.
