The ZPRAA is an annual sports competition for elementary and high school athletes from the 
Zamboanga Peninsula region in the Philippines. 
 
Palarong Pambansa 
The Palarong Pambansa is an annual multi-sport event bringing together student-athletes from 
across the Philippines, serving as the culmination of competitions that begin with local 
intramurals and progress through district, provincial, and regional meets. 

2. Catholic Educational Association of the Philippines (CEAP) Sports and Cultural Meet 

A regional and Mindanao-wide tournament that gathers Catholic schools across region 9 and 
Mindanao, promoting excellence, faith-based formation, and healthy competition among student-
athletes. 

3. Jesuit Athletic Meet (JAM) 
 
A national-level tournament among Jesuit schools in the Philippines, designed to foster friendship, 
Ignatian values, and athletic development.
