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The program offers advanced study in various fields in philosophy as well as studies and pedagogy and 
methodology relevant to teaching philosophy in the Philippine context. It aims to provide graduate students 
with high level of training in teaching, research, and professional practice in philosophy. However, unlike 
the Master in Teaching Philosophy, this program requires thesis and a publication.
