In some universities, there is a long-standing tradition of declaring a “President’s Day” – a time to pause 
and honor institutional leadership. Here at Ateneo de Zamboanga University, we continue a tradition 
that emphasizes not only leadership, but also the lives and relationships that ground us in what truly 
matters.
